age... (Hebrews 5:12-14). It's ok to be "a 

babe." It's not ok to stay one. Progressing to meatier teach-
ings of the word is a sign of growth. 

You are becoming less gullible. "Till we all come to the 
unity of the faith and the knowledge of the Son of God, to a 
perfect ("mature" -M.P.) man, to the measure of the stature 
of the fullness of Christ; that we should no longer be chil-
dren, tossed to a fro and carried about with every wind of 
doctrine, by the trickery of men, in the cunning craftiness by 
which they lie in wait to deceive, but, speaking the truth in 
love, may grow up in all things into Him who is the head- 
Christ" (Ephesians 4:13-15). We all need to get to the point 
where we can identify truth and error. We need to be like 
the Bereans (Acts 17:11) and be searchers of the scrip-
tures. We should be serious students of the Bible and not 
have to be spoon-fed the word of God. 

You are acting more mature. You are not petty and selfish 
- you are thinking of the needs of others and of their feel-
ings. You are not easily offended and vengeful. You 
do not lose control and throw temper tantrums. 

Are you growing up? 

"But grow in the grace and knowledge of our 
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ" (2 Peter 

3:18).  

"As newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the word, that you 

may grow thereby" (1 Peter 2:2). 

"...but speaking the truth in love, may grow up in all things into 

Him who is the Head - Christ" (Ephesians4:15). 

What do all of the above verses have in common? tt is clear, 
isn't it, that they encourage Christians to grow. Are you grow-
ing? Let's think about some things which might be an indicator 
that you are growing up. 

You are controlling your speech. "For we all stumble in 
many things. If anyone does not stumble in word, he is a per-
fect ("mature" - M.P.) man, able also to bridle the whole 
body" (James 3:2). What does it say about us when we go 
around gossiping, backbiting, tying, and speaking unkind 
words? Isn't it saying that we have some growing up to do? 

You are eating solid food. "For though by this time you ought 
to be teachers, you need someone to teach you again the first 
principles of the oracles of God; and you have come to need 
milk and not solid food. For everyone who partakes only of milk 
is unskilled in the word of righteousness, for he is a babe. But

preaching produces an unsound 
faith. James said, "My brethren, 
be not many of you teachers, 
knowing that we shall receive 
greater judgment" (Jas.

and nobody objects, but if we put a refrig-
erator in it, then some people object. Oth-
ers have argued that a kitchen is just as 
right as a water fountain. The first thing 
wrong with this is, the effort is made to 
justify the church building a kitchen on the 
basis that something else is just as 
wrong, if it is wrong. Now if putting kitch-
ens in buildings is parallel to rest rooms 
and water fountains, that still would not 
argue that any of them would be right. In 
the second place, I doubt seriously that 
anybody with normal mentality really 
thinks the rest room or the water fountain 
is parallel to a kitchen provided in the 
building. Rest rooms and drinking foun-
tains are accommodations for an assem-
bly in the same sense that seats, lights, 
heat in the winter, air conditioning or fans 
are in the summer. They are not provided 
for the purpose of entertainment and eve-
rybody knows that who has enough sense 
to come in out of the rain. And everybody 
knows that kitchens, banquet halls, rec-
reation rooms and such like are provided 
for the purpose of amusement or enter-
tainment. Now if entertainment is a di-
vinely ordained part of the mission of the 
church, then I say let congregations build 
and equip such things. But until someone 
can set forth the book, chapter and verse 
which shows that such is the mission of 
the church, then I am going to oppose it. 
But to show the absurdity of the matter, 
whoever read in some bulletin where a 
congregation was having a "water drink-
ing at the church drinking fountain at 7:30 
on Friday night?" Or where there would 
be a "fellowship" at the church rest room 
on Monday night? It looks like anybody

cilities provided for the accommodation of an 
assembly and that which is provided solely 
for entertainment, or social purposes. 

Another trend among preachers, both young 
and old, is to use church bulletins for the 
purpose of publicizing the functions of col-
leges. Scarcely a week passes without cer-
tain bulletins in this area carrying reports of 
the various functions of Freed-Hardeman 
college, including efforts to raise money for 
it. And remember this is the school whose 
president, assistant to the president, and 
publicity director all think that majority vote 
in congregations without elders is the ac-
ceptable thing. The idea seems to be that if 
the preachers will scratch the college's back, 
then the college will further the "usefulness" 
of the preacher. Gone from the hearts of 
many, is the idea that the school serves as 
an adjunct to the home. In the minds of 
many, it is church-related, "our" school, to 
be advertised by the church and financed by 
it. 

Another trend among preachers, young and 
old, is toward preaching little sermonettes 
with moral overtones and very little scripture 
thrown in. It used to be considered a mark of 
distinction for a gospel preacher to liberally 
punctuate his lessons with citing passages 
from the inspired record, or with expounding 
upon a particular passage in light of its con-
text. Now, the style has become to read a 
verse, make a pretext of it, make about 
three points and maybe read a poem, ap-
peal to emotions and pass this off as gospel 
l preaching. Beware of any trend in preach-
ing contrary to the will of Christ.

comparison. What could 
make me so valuable in 
God’s eyes? Paul explains to 
us that we, too, are of excep-
tional value, value that far 
exceeds gold and ivory: “Or 
do you not know that your 
body is a temple of the Holy 
Spirit within you, whom you 
have from God? You are not 
your own, for you were 
bought with a price. So glorify 
God in your body.” (1 Corin-

thians 6:19-20) 

Bought with a price? Paul explains to the Ro-
mans when he writes that we “are justified by 
his grace as a gift, through the redemption that 
is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a 
propitiation by his blood, to be received by 
faith.” (3:24-25) The idea of redemption is to 
“buy back.” The price that paid for this new 
temple—you and me—was Jesus and His 
blood. The Son of David Himself became a 
“man of blood,” but in a dramatically different 
way than the son of Jesse. This blood did not 
keep Him from the temple, but made it possible 
for Him to have this dwelling place. 

Paul specifically tells us that there are conse-
quences to being the temple of God. We must 
flee from sexual immorality (1 Corinthians 
6:18). We must avoid being yoked with things 
of the world, idols, that which is an affront to 
God (2 Corinthians 2:14-18). In other words, 
we must pay the price of ourselves, being a 

living sacrifice to God (Romans 12:1).  

But nothing that I offer up can ever compare to 

the valuable price paid to make me a dwell-

ing place, a place that God calls home: the 

blood of Jesus. 

The world had never seen 
anything like it. Gold, ivory, 
cedar, olivewood and more 
gold: Solomon’s temple in 
Jerusalem. 1 Kings records: 
“And Solomon overlaid the 
inside of the house with pure 
gold, and he drew chains of 
gold across, in front of the 
inner sanctuary, and overlaid 
it with gold. And he overlaid 
the whole house with gold, 
until all the house was fin-
ished. Also the whole altar that belonged to the 

inner sanctuary he overlaid with gold.” (6:21-22) 

King David had longed to build the house for 
God. Because David was a man of blood, a war-
rior, God forbade him from doing so. But God 
promised that David’s son Solomon would have 
that privilege. The new king spared no expense. 
From our perspective the temple was gaudy! 

Solomon and his kingdom were blessed with 
great wealth so that they could even begin to 
afford such a task. This was the earthly dwelling 
place of the God of heaven. The highest price 
that mankind could possibly pay was paid. 

Centuries later, the Apostle Paul pointed us to a 
new temple. This temple was not overlaid with 
gold, but made of flesh. Paul writes, “Do you not 
know that you are God's temple and that God's 
Spirit dwells in you?  If anyone destroys God's 
temple, God will destroy him. For God's temple 
is holy, and you are that temple.” (1 Corinthians 
3:16-17) What an amazing thing that God’s 
Spirit would dwell in me, and that the God of 
heaven would be so aggressively protective of 
me! 

But when I begin to compare myself to the 
amazing temple of Solomon I fear that I pale by
